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1. Referring to the first three pages of The Lorax, discuss how Dr. Seuss uses color and shape to convey meaning.  Compare the introductory section to pages 12-13.  Discuss their differences.

2. Look at the text on page 3.  What strategies does Dr. Seuss use to draw the reader in?

3. The Once-ler makes the young boy pay to hear his story, and he says it is “for your ears alone” (9).  Why do you think Dr. Seuss adds these details?  What does this behavior suggest about the Once-ler?

4. List all of the adjectives the Once-ler uses to describe the setting on pages 12-16.

5. Turn to pages 26-27 and work with your team to analyze the images and text.  Write up your conclusions.

6. Turn to pages 38-39.  How might these pages mark a turning point in the narrative?

7. What does the Lorax mean when he leaves “a small pile of rocks, with the one word…”UNLESS”? 
8. Consider the person to whom the Once-ler gives the last Truffula seed.  Why do you think Dr. Seuss chose such a recipient?

9. Compare The Giving Tree to The Lorax – how are they similar and different?
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
